Cleaning the Classroom Checklist

All Day
Throughout the school day, staff should do the following:
	Clean and sanitize tables before and after eating.

	Clean activity tables after use.

	Clean visibly dirty surfaces and areas.
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End of Day
At the end of the school day, staff should do the following :
	Pick up debris, remove trash, and replace liners. Clean and disinfect trash containers.
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	Dust horizontal surfaces starting high and working lower.
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	Clean and disinfect high-touch surfaces: doorknobs, light switches, computer keyboards, etc.

	Clean and disinfect desktops, tables, countertops, and activity stations.

	Clean and disinfect sinks, faucets, and drinking fountains.

	Clean whiteboards.

	Clean floors--either sweep and mop or vacuum.
